conducted by Safe Hiring Solutions, within the past two years. Cost of the
background check is included in the registration fee

o All attendees (including chaperones) must sign a code of conduct, which
includes a curfew, dress code, and behavior standards
e Leaving rooms past curfew (midnight) will not be tolerated
o All attendees must wear convention wristbands and name tags for
identification, which are verified by Sergeant-at-Arms before entry af
